Release Notes



The release notes cover Client Framework new functionality, changes, and known issues. The Change Log section of the
release notes will guide you through any changes that may be necessary while upgrading from a previous version.

Client Framework 4.4.2 includes the following improved features:

• Widget improvements:

• More robust handling of multiple instances of fileInput with the same name.

• The modal widget is refactored so that IE 6 security warnings are not displayed if modal is used in a secure
environment.

• For on focus events, the location of toolTip content is the widget with focus rather than the mouse.

• API improvements:

• Improved detection of disabled ActiveX.

• An improved bb.selector.queryAll implementation ensures more robust behavior when used with a
selector attribute.

broadcaster Refactored to recognize a newly created
observer element after an existing
observer element is destroyed.

No change required.

events An event routing error is resolved
whereby mouse events over the text of a
disabled input element generated an
incorrect target.

Client Framework 4.4.1 includes the following new and improved features:

• Performance improvements:
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• The schema.js library is now contained in backbase.js, thereby reducing the number of requests.

• Use of the native browser implementation of lookupNamespaceURI delivers performance improvements.

• API improvements:

• There is now a more robust implementation of the history event.

• Text nodes that are direct children of an XML node that is to be serialized are now escaped correctly by the
bb.xml.serialize method.

• An issue with dynamic modification of documents is resolved.

• The Client Framework now includes a Backbase Scalable Vector Graphics (SVG) library. For more information, please refer
to the the Application Development Guide.

• Widget developments:

• New panel resize events.

• calendar support for userInputCorrection attribute to allow greater flexibility processing manually defined date
values.

• With the exception of the events that are optimized for performance (DOMNodeInsertedIntoDocument,
DOMNodeRemovedFromDocument, construct, and destruct) the Backbase implementation of the event capture
phase now conforms more closely to the DOM Level 3 specification.

• API improvements:

• Support is added for a boolean autoboot attribute on the script tag for boot.js. The default is true. By setting
the value to false, the Backbase engine boot sequence can be controlled programmatically using the bb.boot API
function. For example, as an alternative to loading the Client Runtime when the page is loaded, this feature enables on
demand loading of the Client Runtime.

• Selector support is improved so that an error is thrown when a selector that cannot be parsed is encountered. Support
is also added for :not() and :target.

TDL API now supports namespaced attribute
definitions. The d:attribute element
now has a namespace attribute, and
mappers and changers now receive a
namespaceURI variable in their local
scope.

Update applications that already use
namespaced attributes to use the new
syntax, being careful to check that all
occurrences of these attributes have the
correct namespace prefix assigned.

KeyboardEvent The keyIdentifier value for the Del
key is corrected to U+007F (previously it
was U+002E).

Change any occurrences of U+002E
intended to identify the Del key to
U+007F.
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• Added populate() method to the populator element

• Improved populator element, so that it will no longer be removed from the document after the first load

• Refactored Backbase Eclipse plugin, which can now be found on Backbase Developer Network http://bdn.backbase.com

• The for attribute of the infoBox can now be set dynamically during runtime.

Feature Description Change Required

data binding The interface of sendRequest and
acceptData has changed. sendRequest
now takes an instance of
btl.dataBinding.Action as the first
parameter. acceptData now takes an
instance of btl.dataBinding.ActionGroup
as the first parameter, and the second
parameter has been removed. A new
method acceptRawData is available if you
want to parse a data string. These objects
were introduced in order to better
formalize the format of these parameters.

If you are using these methods, refer to
the API Reference for more information
about the object structures of these
parameters.

data binding Added the rangeStart and rangeEnd
request parameters, to be used with a
remote dataSource for a data-bound
widget. These new parameters indicate
which range of indexes to return
(inclusively), and thus offer more flexibility
for requesting arbitrary ranges.

If your back-end uses the paging
functionality, it is recommended that you
update it to send partial results based on
the rangeStart and rangeEnd request
parameters. They relate to the page and
rows parameters in the following way:
rangeStart = (page - 1) * rows and
rangeEnd = page * rows - 1 (page
number starts counting at 1, range starts
counting at 0, and the rangeEnd value is
inclusive).
The page and rows parameters have been
deprecated. They are still sent for existing
controls, for backwards compatibility.

b:panelLayout The panelLayout widget has been
deprecated.

You will get a warning message if you use
panelLayout, when using the
development version. In the optimized
version panelLayout will function
normally.

Instead of panelLayout and
panelLayoutItem you can use panelSet
and panel. panelSet offers more
functionality and has better performance.
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• Added BTL dataGrid, which is similar to the listGrid, but with improved performance

• Added dispatching of the DOMActivate event when there is a mouseup on the highlighted menu item, which should be
used when defining actions

• Added keyboard navigation to the menuBar and menuPopUp elements

• Added the MouseWheelEvent interface to the DOM Events

• Added SMIL 2.1 modules for repeat timing and time manipulations

• Improved performance of CSS Selectors

• Improved API Reference navigation and added more content

• Improved Backbase Debugger to enable XML execution from the console and list behaviors in the Model view

• Removed Backbase Eclipse plugin from the package which can now be found in Telamon

• Removed Backbase Explorer and demos from the package which can now be found online

• Reorganized the package to provide our recommended development environment directory structure.

by a more general one.

It is recommended that you
replace the SMIL namespace
URIs with http://www.w3.org/
2005/SMIL21/.

SMIL Animation Any animated object that did not have the
@fill="freeze" attribute/value specified will be reset
to its initial state upon completion of the animation.

In order to keep the behavior
of your animations similar to
the way in which they
previously performed, you
must add the @fill="freeze"
attribute/value to them.

Backwards compatibility is not
guaranteed when extending any of the
related elements. If you do not want to
make use of the keyboard navigation in
your own implementation, you must keep
using the old bindings of the menu.
Otherwise, you must reimplement your
menu.

label The label element will no longer be
removed from the XML tree when it is
constructed. Setting the label property
will no longer result in the removal of the
label element (the label will still change).

If you replace all the children of an
element that contains a label, then the
label and all of its children will be
removed.

iComboBox Removed the getName and setName
methods from the iComboBox interface.

Anyone using the iComboBox interface or
extending comboBoxBase or comboBox
may need to reimplement the name
attribute.

iSuggestBox Removed the viewName property from
the iSuggestBox interface.

Anyone using the iSuggestBox interface
or extending suggestBoxBase or
suggestBox may need to reimplement the
name attribute.

data binding The method attribute for remoteData now
defaults to POST instead of GET.
Additionally, adding a timestamp to the
request URI is no longer necessary for
POST, so the useTimeStamp attribute
now defaults to false.

If you were depending on GET as the
default, then you must add the method
attribute for remoteData and set the
useTimeStamp attribute to true.

data binding The xmlnsPrefix attribute has been
removed.

Use regular XML namespaces instead.

data binding The getValue, setValue and unserialize
methods on a custom type, added
through the dataSource addType function,
now receive a DataField instance as their
second parameter instead of a string.

Access the DataField properties to get the
field name or select.

drag-and-drop The useDragRole attribute has been
deprecated.

Use the useDragClass attribute.

• Added fill attribute to slider, which is responsible for turning on and off the highlight for the selected area;

• Added two layout applications;
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• Moved all xml schemas to tools/schemas;

• Improved API Reference based on customer feedback;

• The balloon, calendar, groupBox, infoBox, loadingMessage, modal, navBox, populator, listGrid, toolTip, treeGrid, and
window widgets have undergone some changes to the visualization in the Chameleon skin.

listGrid The string value for the dataType attribute
has been renamed to html, because the
strings are processed and edited as
HTML. A new string value for the
dataType attribute was added, which
treats the values as plain text strings.

When a listGridCol has dataType="string"
specified, see whether you expect the
values to be parsed as HTML or just plain
text, and change to datatype="html" if
necessary.

Replace callSuper(this).
methodName() to this.

The bb.hasProperty() and bb.hasMethod() functions
have been removed and are no longer supported. Use
of these function will result in an error in the console.

Use bb.instanceOf() instead.
This will allow you to check if
an object inherits or
implements a specific class
or interface that has a
specific property or method.

bb.getElementById() The bb.getElementById() function has been removed
and support has been canceled. Use of this function
will result in an error in the console.

Replace bb.getElementById()
with bb.document.
getElementById().

XML Schema The XML Schema implementation no longer needs the
schemaSimpleTypes.xml or validation.xml files to be
included for built-in datatypes to function. These files
have been removed from the product, as well as from
the configuration files for the Dynamic Bindings
Resolution.

Remove references to
schemaSimpleTypes.xml and
validation.xml.

TDL resource
processing

TDL resources containing style sheets are now
attached before other style sheets instead of after.
This resolves issues when developers want to
override certain classes defined in a TDL resource.

Modify your CSS if necessary.

menuBarItem and
menuPopUpItem

The icon attribute has been changed.
Previously, you had to specify the URL to
an image. Now, you must specify a class
that has a background-image property.

Refer to the API Reference for more
information on the change.

Template structures The template structure has been updated
in several widgets in System and
Chameleon skins.

If you have XPath targeting the view
nodes of a widget's templates, then you
must update your XPath.

Styling borders Left and right borders of some elements
have been removed.

skinSettings contains CSS classes that
can be used to reapply borders.

Styling padding The default value of the padding attribute
for the containerElement has been
changed from 5px to 0.

Set the padding attribute to the desired
value on each instance of a widget that
requires padding.

Styling Fixed height Fixed height of (parts of) elements has
been removed to improve the handling of
font scaling.

Investigate usage of the stretch element if
you depend on fixed heights.

drag-and-drop This behavior has been completely
refactored and reimplemented to improve
drag-and-drop functionality:
• drop-zones enable drag-and-drop

actions based on coordinates;

• dragBase behavior can implement
custom (symbolic) drag-and-drop
actions;

• @dragSymbol attribute can contain an
XPath query or string, which
represents a symbol in symbolic
drag-and-drop actions.

The updated dragManager is not
backward compatible with any previous
versions provided on the event object.

resize This behavior has been completely
refactored and reimplemented to improve
resize functionality:
• A JavaScript API on the btl.resize

object allows for custom resizing using
btl.resize.startResize and
btl.resize.stopResize functions;

• Smaller file size;

• Fully compatible with content-box and
border-box.

Rename all instances of resizeFinish
event to resizeEnd.

forms profiles The formsProfile.xml files are no longer
always loaded, they now load on demand.

For compatibility with version 4.1, where
it is necessary for these files to be loaded
automatically, append these lines to the
Application Configuration File:

tabBox No longer has a default height. Set the height attribute when necessary.

Switch dataSource It is possible now to switch between different
dataSource controls. This behavior is intended for
very simple data aware controls such as a
suggestBox.

JSON support staticData behavior now supports JavaScript data
(JSON).

Namespace aware
XML data

When the dataSource is given an XML document that
has a default namespace provided on the root
element, it could select any values from the
document. This has been corrected.

'error' event on data
binding

'error' event firing is implemented if a server
response contains error messages in the response
attributes.

getAttributeNS The getAttributeNS method now correctly resolves
default values for global attributes.

setAttribute and
setAttributeNS

The implementation for these methods has been
aligned.

relatedTarget support The relatedTarget property now contains the original
element that dispatched a mouseover event or the
element the mouse moved to in case of a mouseout
event.

Action is only required if the
return value of the load
element was used in an XEL
variable.

The load element can now contain arbitrary XML as
children. When present, it is sent to the server.

SOAPEnvelope The SOAPEnvelope JavaScript object has been added
as a dynamically loaded library.

Validation on

An issue with validating interfaces has been fixed.
Interface validation on classes now also occurs with
interfaces that are implemented on extended classes.

The forms attributes have been moved
into the forms namespace. Therefore they
should have a prefix that refers to the
http://www.backbase.com/2007/forms
namespace (we suggest bf). Attributes
without a namespaces declaration have
been deprecated.

For forms elements:
• Rename destination to bf:destination;

• Rename mode to bf:mode;

• Rename required to bf:required;

• Rename dataType to bf:dataType;

• Rename messagesRef to
bf:messagesRef.

Also include the bf prefix that refers to the
forms namespace.

Changes in forms
required-validation

The new bf:dataType in combination with
bf:required has a different meaning from
the old dataType in combination with
required. The default of bf:required is
"default", which means that a value
cannot be null anymore if the bf:dataType
does not allow it.

Set bf:required to a value of "false" if a
null value should be allowed.

sortValue attribute

The sortValue attribute has been
added to the dataObserver element,
replacing sortIndex on the
listGridBase

Instead of using the sortIndex
attribute, use the sortValue attribute
on the listGrid or treeGrid. The
value of the sortValue attribute works
similarly to the query attribute. It queries
the column in the dataSource that
should be sorted. When using a remote
datasource the value is passed as a
parameter in the server request.

sortIndex attribute The sortIndex attribute has been
removed from listGridBase. You can
use the sortValue attribute on the
dataObserver instead.

Rename all instances of sortIndex to
sortValue

_holder element The _holder element has been
renamed to dataHolder

Rename all instances of _holder to

• Opera 9 does not support the firing of right mouse button events, which affects the operation of the Backbase
contextMenu.

• Opera 9 has a known issue that occurs with the combination of Ctrl+space, which opens the default home page. This can
affect several widgets, including listBox, listGrid, tree, and treeGrid. You can solve this issue by clearing the home page
setting.

• Opera 9 does not support the Backbase history and bookmark implementation.

• Internet Explorer 6 has a known issue with images stretching out of their container element when no fixed height is
specified.

• Internet Explorer 6 has a known issue with using block-level elements within inline elements, for example: a b:slider
within a p (paragraph) tag.

• Firefox 3 has a known issue, where the JavaScript "Library already loaded" exception is generated whenever a dynamic
JavaScript module loading request comes quickly from different events threads. The workaround is to replace the boot.js
file with backbase.js.

• Firefox 3 has a known issue with loading some Backbase applications from the file system, because of a stricter security
model than previous versions. Firefox 3 does not allow access to files other than the current directory and its
subdirectories. The solution is to run Backbase applications from a local web server. It is also possible to disable the
stricter file system access by navigating to the Mozilla Firefox\defaults\pref folder and creating a user.js file, which
consists of the following line: pref("security.fileuri.strict_origin_policy"), false;.

• Firefox 2.0.0.2 has a known issue with loading the Features Explorer. The loading will fail with a TDL error. Later versions
of Firefox do not have this problem.

• Firefox has a known issue with updating URLs in the address bar with regards to bookmarking. In case the user updates
the URL in the address bar manually, the back and forward functions work correctly, but the browser will no longer
update the URL in the address bar.

• "Gecko 1.9 (Firefox 3.x) contains a bug which violates the run-to-completion model in javascript during synchronous
XMLHttpRequest's (see: https://bugzilla.mozilla.org/show_bug.cgi?id=340345 ). This issue might cause errors in
Backbase Client Framework, specifically when dynamically loading TDL bindings (using d:uses) or a dynamic library like
SMIL, JSON or SOAP. To workaround this issue, you can reference the bindings definitions or dynamic libraries directly in
the page using a xi:include or script tag."

• In Safari 3.1.2, we found an issue that the browser blocks all 'mousemove', 'mouseover' and 'mouseout' events after the
browser context menu is triggered, until the moment that you press the left mouse button somewhere on the page or
press the ESC key. This creates an issue in our popUpMenu control, which replaces the browser context menu. When you
trigger it, hovering does not work until you click somewhere on the menu.

• Although Backbase supports Google Chrome 1.0, there are a number of known issues affecting functionality like
rendering and security (For more information, please refer to the Issues - chromium - Google Code ). Please be aware
of these issues when developing your application.

• Google Chrome 1.0 has a known issue with some Backbase widgets because the browser breaks DOM integrity for XML
nodes.
